ESA FOR ST. JUDE AWARDS

These awards recognize outstanding contributions to St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital and are based on actual funds received during the ESA for St. Jude fiscal year (June 1 to May 31).  In other words, no pledged amounts are considered until those funds are actually received.  No entry is necessary as information is taken from ESA for St. Jude records.

ESA for St. Jude award winners receive a special certificate of recognition from ESA Headquarters.

The categories recognized are:

1. State contributing greatest amount of money per member

2. Largest special event sponsored by an individual chapter

3. Largest individual event (excluding radiothons/telethons)

4. State raising the most money for the IC Challenge at IC Convention
5. Outstanding ESA for St. Jude State Coordinator
EASTER SEAL AWARDS

These awards recognize outstanding contributions to Easter Seal and are based on actual hours given and donations made between April 1 and March 31 of any given year.   Actual hours/monies must be reported to your state Easter Seal chair who will then complete an Easter Seal Reporting Form and submit it to the IC Easter Seal Chair representing your state.  The categories recognized are:

1. State contributing the most dollars per member

2. State contributing the most hours per member
3. Outstanding State Easter Seal Chair
ZEUS AWARD
Wherever ESA chapters are located, there are people who have performed outstanding service for their community, for the chapter, or for mankind in general.  To recognize their efforts, each chapter or council may award one Zeus Award annually. Presented to the state that has the highest average donations per chapter to the ESA Disaster Fund from June 1 through May 31 of any given year.

ESA Foundation State Award

Presented to the state contributing the most money to the ESA Foundation from June 1 through May 31 of any given year.  Included are contributions to all Foundation sponsored projects; Judy & Morton Lester Fellowship, scholarship, ADAPT, memorial donations, honor donations, Dixie Palmer Lady, undesignated, etc. (does not include turn-around funds).

ESA Foundation Chapter Award
Presented to the chapter contributing the most money to the ESA Foundation.  It includes contributions to all Foundation sponsored projects; Judy & Morton Lester Fellowship, scholarship, ADAPT, memorial donations, honor donations, Dixie Palmer Lady, undesignated, etc. (does not include turn-around funds).

ESA Foundation Scholarship Award (The Frances Shugart Award)

Presented to the state contributing the most money designated for the Foundation Scholarship fund.
ESA Foundation State Counselor’s Award of Excellence

An award of excellence is given annually to the state counselor doing the most to promote the ESA Foundation in her state through letters, news articles, workshops, and publicity.  When entering competition, copies of all activity (articles, letters, workshops, etc.) must be attached to the entry form and submitted to the Awards Committee through the State Counselor’s Director no later than June 1.  Each entry must be accompanied by a letter of endorsement and recommendation from the state president of that council.   The award is a certificate and plaque.

ESA Foundation State Recognition for Community & State Projects Award

Presented to the top three states for processing the most turn-around funds through the Foundation.

ESA Foundation Fantasy Event Award

Presented to the state contributing the most money to the Fantasy Ball.

ESA Foundation Dixie Palmer Lady Recognition Program

MEMBERSHIP AWARDS

Membership Growth Awards (2 Awards)

1. Presented to the top three (3) states that have achieved the greatest percentage of growth.  This award is determined by taking the beginning state member count as of June 1, and ending state member count as of May 31 of the following year.  The largest “percent of increase” would determine the “top three” (3) states.

2. Presented to the top three (3) states that have achieved the greatest growth by number count.  This award is determined by taking the beginning state members count as of June 1, and ending state member count as of May 31 of the following year.  The largest increase in the “number” of members would determine the “top three” (3) states.

New Chapter Award
This award will be presented to the top three (3) states that have chartered the most “new chapters” from June 1 through May 31.

State Membership Director Honor Award (2 Awards)

1. Presented to the state membership director of the state with the greatest number of pledges between June 1 and May 31.

2. Presented to the state membership director of the state with the largest percentage of pledges between June 1 and May 31.

State Rushing (The Hazel Knapp Award)

The Hazel Knapp award will go to the state with the highest average of pledges per chapter between June 1 and May 31 of any given year.
